Missionary to Southwest Alaska – Alaska Mission for Christ 

Position Description

Goal

To prayerfully discover the needs of the people of Southwest Alaska through listening and learning. Then to develop, fund, and implement a culturally sensitive vision to facilitate a bold effective witness and make disciples.  This vision will build on the existing work of Alaska Mission for Christ in Southwest Alaska and will respect and enhance the existing witness of faith communities in Bethel and the surrounding region.
Objectives: 

1. Listen to and learn from key people and agencies in Southwest Alaska and that serve in Southwest Alaska to formulate a vision for witness and making disciples.

2. Fund and implement that vision for the Bethel area ministry. This will include as much travel as is necessary to secure funding for program and salary needs.
3. Work with existing Christian communities to facilitate Christian witness in Bethel and the surrounding communities.

4. Build a network of relationships that lead people toward Jesus.

5. Involve lay people in ministry.

6. Coordinate and communicate with Staff and volunteers in AMC ministries & activities for the ministry area.

7. Raise prayer support and funding for Alaska Mission for Christ as a whole.  

8. Work as part of our team at Alaska Mission for Christ to meet the Ends Statements of the organization.  This includes attending staff meetings, writing newsletters, and other duties as may be assigned. 

Qualifications:

1. A committed Christian with a heart for serving others and reaching people for Christ

2. Possessing the following gifts:  

a. A person of Faith, Prayer & Dedication to God’s Word
b. Driven to proclaim Jesus in word and deed

c. Excellent relationship building skills 

d. Ability to humbly listen to others

e. A learner

f. Able to prayerfully develop and drive a mission vision 

g. Sensitivity to Cross cultural issues 

h. Effective Communicator
i. Able to raise support for a mission vision

j. A Servant Leader who is a self-starter
k. Ability to work with broken people and bring Christ’s healing

l. Flexibility—willingness and ability to think “outside the box”

m. A person who is above reproach (1 Timothy 3:1-14)
3. A Masters’ Degree in Theology, Missiology, Anthropology, Social Work, Sociology, Leadership, Community Development, Education, or other related field may be helpful.

Expectations
1. The missionary will function as part of the Alaska Mission for Christ team.

2. The missionary will live and work from Bethel Alaska

3. The missionary will raise the needed prayer and financial support for his or her living expenses and ministry.

4. The missionary will seek help and support (both professional and personal) when needed.

Accountability

1. Ultimately, the missionary is accountable to God.

2. The missionary will be directly accountable to the Coordinator of Ministry.

3. Indirectly, the missionary will be accountable to the board of Alaska Mission for Christ.
